What’s	
  different	
  about	
  this	
  gallery	
  is	
  that	
  the	
  images	
  have	
  been	
  embedded	
  within	
  a	
  specific	
  
topic,	
  like	
  a	
  museum,	
  lending	
  it	
  a	
  communicative	
  air.	
  The	
  foreword	
  explains	
  the	
  key	
  message	
  
of	
  the	
  exhibition:	
  that	
  we	
  are	
  all	
  the	
  same,	
  belong	
  to	
  a	
  one	
  race,	
  all	
  have	
  the	
  same	
  needs	
  and	
  
live	
  in	
  (on)	
  a	
  world	
  of	
  diversity.	
  
	
  	
  	
  
Through	
  this	
  project,	
  Yvonne	
  Steiner	
  -­‐	
  the	
  inspiration	
  behind	
  this	
  platform	
  and	
  gallery	
  -­‐	
  has	
  
made	
  it	
  her	
  goal	
  to	
  promote	
  an	
  intercultural	
  exchange	
  and	
  understanding	
  between	
  cultures.

The	
  information	
  in	
  this	
  case	
  comes	
  from	
  the	
  fields	
  of	
  ethnology	
  and	
  psychology.	
  And	
  the	
  
cultural-­‐political	
  messages	
  that	
  Yvonne	
  is	
  sending	
  aren’t	
  falling	
  on	
  deaf	
  ears.	
  Only	
  recently,	
  
the	
  German	
  Federal	
  Foreign	
  Office	
  acknowledged	
  Yvonne’s	
  work	
  by	
  writing	
  a	
  brief	
  foreword.	
  
	
  
The	
  gallery	
  has	
  no	
  fixed	
  location,	
  but	
  is	
  present	
  anywhere	
  in	
  the	
  world	
  at	
  one	
  and	
  the	
  same	
  
time.	
  “We	
  look	
  into	
  the	
  world	
  with	
  positive	
  curiosity,	
  and	
  the	
  world	
  looks	
  at	
  us”.	
  If	
  -­‐	
  even	
  in	
  
some	
  small	
  way	
  -­‐	
  I	
  can	
  help	
  get	
  people	
  to	
  view	
  the	
  world	
  with	
  a	
  bit	
  more	
  openness,	
  then	
  my	
  
work	
  will	
  have	
  been	
  worth	
  it.”	
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
